With her debut EP It’s Alright, Faryn Sand offers three outstanding tracks, giving listeners a taste of what we can expect from her in 2010. Fitting in easily alongside the efforts of her contemporaries on the New York folk-rock scene, It’s Alright is full of laid-back but memorable melodies that showcase Faryn’s ability to marry poetry to music.  Lead track “False Eye” starts of slow and eventually blossoms into a chorus of harmonies evocative of Aimee Mann’s collaborations with Michael Penn, while the upbeat title track musters up memories of Juliana Hatfield’s early solo career. The EP’s closer, “Pre-Dawn,” is the pick of the litter, though, featuring a bridge crafted with more punch than you’d expect from a newbie.  Sand croons, “I must de-rail my anger,” yet rather than angry, Sand sounds confident – and she should.  Clearly, It’s Alright is more than just alright, and it has laid the groundwork for what is sure to be an exciting career to watch unfold.
